Welcome to our January 2010 Newsletter!

Let the purchase begin!!!!!!!!!
Even though most of the nation has been on holidays, the
Baragoola Action Committee has been quietly working
away.

Unfortunately, the beneficiary we reported on in our last
newsletter has failed to materialise. This has been
incredibly disappointing and has been quite an emotional
time. The current owner however has now agreed to our
purchase of the Baragoola for the sum of $50,000.

What we have to do now is come up with a deposit and
final payment as soon as possible and within 6 months.
The Baragoola Preservation Association Inc would then
have unrestricted access to the vessel while inheriting the
mooring fees associated with her mooring at Balls Head.

We found out today too that the Heritage Order has been
lifted on the vessel. A crying shame that what was
designed to preserve her simply didnÕt do so.

The problem remains too with NSW Maritime denying land
access to Baragoola and the issue of where to berth her in
the long term.

Basically the Baragoola needs a long-term safe mooring

with land access and power. Then she needs to be
slipped or dry docked for her hull to be fully assessed and
stabilised before returning to the water for the remainder
of her restoration. We envisage that this initial phase will
be in the order of a million dollars or two, with the
remainder of the restoration to continue to a total of 10
years and a further 8 million dollars in todayÕs terms.

Yes this is big, but she is still not assured a future here.
Sadly we expected this. What drives us are the memories
we shared of this old girl, and the potential that they could
be re-lived and shared for future generations.

Walking onto the main deck of the South Steyne recently,
and looking down onto her engines; as thousands did in
her far shorter career, evokes memories of happy times
and people long gone. Standing inside the Lady Denman
in her purpose built museum in Huskisson enables one a
glimpse at what it may have been like to travel on such a
ferry. To give people today and into the future a chance to
re-live memories of the Baragoola and a by-gone era of
ferries with a live floating, moving operational 1920Õs era
ferry is what drives us and we will not rest from this until it
is achieved.
